Standard Proposal Terms and Conditions
The following are standard bid specifications and are applicable unless stated differently in the Users Specifications.   In those cases, the requirements in the Users Specifications shall prevail.

Lubbock County intends to award this proposal to a Primary Vendor.

Each Proposal shall be placed in a separate envelope, sealed, and identified with the Proposal title, number, time and date of the opening.

Proposals must be received in the Purchasing Department before the hour specified on the opening date.

Proposals received late may be returned unopened to the offerer.

Proposal price must be F.O.B. Lubbock County.

Proposals allow the County to negotiate with each offerer after receipt of offer, therefore, offers must be good for a period of not less than 120 days.  It is the policy of Lubbock County to purchase property and/or services on the basis of best offer, not low price alone.  Price, quality, service, past performance of vendor/merchandise, long term cost to the County to acquire goods or service, probability of continuous availability and any other relevant factor that a private business entity would consider in selecting a vendor being the controlling factors.  It is understood that Lubbock County reserves the right to arrive at such determination by whatever means deemed appropriate, and shall be the sole judge in the matter.
No offer can be withdrawn after opening time without approval by the Lubbock County Director of Purchasing.

DELIVERY: Proposals must show the number of days required for delivery of items ordered after receipt of order.  Failure to state the delivery time obligates the offerer to make delivery in 14 calendar days.  Tailgate delivery to County offices are not acceptable unless directed so by the Purchasing Department.  Delivery shall be made during normal working hours unless prior approval has been obtained from the County.  Deliveries under terms of the request for proposal will be in accordance with the dates indicated therein except where no date is indicated, the vendor will enter the earliest date which can be assured.  If delays are foreseen, written notice shall be given to the County which will take the extensions under advisement.  Vendors should keep the County advised of the status of orders, as failure to meet delivery may result in removal from the approved bidders list.  Delivery of purchased items in good condition will be the vendor=s responsibility, and no delay in receipt of replacement items will be contingent upon claim adjustment by carrier.  All goods are subject to inspection and return at the expense of the vendor if found to be inferior to those specified.

INSTALLATION: The successful offerer shall provide the following services on equipment or furniture unless otherwise stated in the proposal specifications.   Installation cost to be listed separate from the product price.  Provide transportation of the items to the building, locate item in proper location within the designated building, uncrating, complete assembly and adjustment by a trained installation mechanic and removal of all debris.  Equipment is to be complete including operating/owners manuals, wiring and piping, and made ready for electrical and/or fluid services connection by the County.  After connection, make the machine ready, startup, analyze and correct any malfunction of the equipment. Provide all materials, equipment and labor to place machinery in top operating condition or to fully assemble furniture.

Proposal must show the full name and address of the offerer if different than the name and address shown on the offer.  Failure to manually sign proposal may disqualify the proposal.  Person signing proposal should show title of authority to bind their firm to a contract.

Lubbock County is exempt from Federal Excise Tax, State Tax and Local Tax.  If it is determined that tax was included in the proposal, it will not be included in the tabulation or any awards.  Tax exemption certificates will be furnished upon request.  

Notice:   The Purchasing Department of Lubbock County is committed to creating a healthy and competitive atmosphere among a large number of vendors, since competition is in the best interest of the County; however, vendors may be removed from the various bid/proposal lists for the following reasons:

1.  Lack of response to bid/proposal invitations.

2.  Non-competitive bidding/proposing (quoting on only a few items).

3.  Failure to adhere to terms and conditions of the bid/proposal.

4.  Substituting (without approval)items other than those actually bid/proposed.

5.  Failure to render service normally associated with the sale of goods; i.e. delivery dates, shipment problems, return and replacement of damaged goods, provide (within reason) availability of contact person associated with bid/proposal.

6.   Illegal or inappropriate business behavior.

7.   Failure to read and comply with bid/proposal terms and conditions.

Lubbock County reserves the right to accept or reject any or all proposals, and to waive any or all formalities, or to accept any part of this proposal deemed to be the most advantageous to the County.  This proposal is submitted subject to the existing written policies of the Lubbock County Commissioner=s Court which form a part of the contract.

Attach to proposal descriptive literature of the merchandise you are proposing.  Mark each item by our designated number.

Prices for supplies to be effective for a period of one year following issuance of a purchase order/contract, with the option to renew for an additional period as specified in the proposal.

Warranty to be at least one (1) year on parts and labor.  Vendor must demonstrate their ability to warranty the product throughout its useful life.

Purchase order numbers MUST be shown on ALL shipping tickets and invoices.  Lubbock County Purchasing personnel are the only employees allowed to place purchases for the County.

Purchase Order number must be clearly noted on each invoice and ONLY one number per invoice.  No invoice shall be processed and paid which is not completed as stated.

The validity of any Agreement resulting from this solicitation, and of any of its terms or provisions, as well as the rights and duties of the parties there under,  shall be governed by the law of the State of Texas and all venue shall be in Lubbock County, Texas. Your submission in response to this solicitation indicates your understanding of, and agreement with this provision.

Lubbock County, Texas is subject to the Texas Public Information Act, Chapter 552, Texas Government Code.  Proposals submitted to Lubbock County, Texas in response to this RFP are subject to release by the County as public information.  If the Proposer believes that the proposal, or parts of it are confidential, as proprietary information, (s)he must specify that either all or part is excepted, and provide specific and detailed justification for its claim of confidentiality.  Vague and general claims to confidentiality are not acceptable.  All proposals or parts of the proposals which are not marked as confidential will be considered public information after a contract has been awarded.  The successful proposal may be considered public information even though parts are marked confidential.

Lubbock County, Texas assumes no responsibility for asserting legal arguments on behalf of Proposers.  Proposers are advised to consult with their legal counsel concerning disclosure issues resulting from this proposal process and to take precautions to safeguard trade secrets and other proprietary information.

1.0 Background and Scope

The Lubbock-Crosby County Community Supervision and Corrections Department requires urine and saliva drug screening services.  The successful vendor must be able to meet the minimum specifications indicated.

2.0 Minimum Specifications – Please address each requirement in detail in your response.

2.1 Must be certified by the Clinical Laboratory Improvement Amendments (CLIA) or the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Administration (SAMHSA) for drugs of abuse testing in human urine.

2.2 Provide urine drug screening for Alcohol (Ethanol), Amphetamines, Barbituates, Benzodiazepines, Cocaine, Methadone, Opiates, PCP, Propoxyphene and THC.

2.3 The screening method shall be an Enzyme Immunoassay Technique.  Confirmation of positive tests for alcohol shall be performed by gas chromatography.  

2.4 Positive tests for amphetamines, barbiturates, methadone and opiates shall be confirmed by thin layer chromatography (TLC).  

2.5 Benzodiazepines, cocaine and THC shall be confirmed by radioimmunoassay. 
2.6 A test for creatinine shall be performed on each specimen to rule out possible specimen dilution.

2.7 Upon request by the Department, provide gas chromatography/mass spectrometry (GC/MS) confirmation of positive drug screens.

2.8 Upon request by the Department, provide urine testing for ethyl glucuronide (EtG) and ethyl sulfate (EtS) alcohol metabolite. 

2.9  EtG shall be screened, confirmed and quantitated by liquid chromatography/tandem mass spectrometry (LC/MS/MS).

2.10 Provide urine screening to detect use of synthetic marijuana (K2, Spice and other herbal blends) which shall include testing for the JWH-018 and JWH-073 metabolites.

2.11 Provide the Department with monthly invoices to the appropriate office for laboratory services.

2.12 Standard service shall include all urine collection and shipping supplies.  Supplies include requisition forms, specimen labels, urine specimen bottles, chain of custody forms and security seals.  

2.13 Reporting by internet shall be the default method.  Fax summary and/or hard copy reports shall be provided upon request.

2.14 Pre-paid mailer boxes for specimens sent to the laboratory shall be provided when fewer than five (5) specimens are sent at one time.   

2.15 Next day air service supplies shall be provided when five (5) or more specimens are sent in one laboratory pack bag or box at one time.

2.16 Outbound shipping and handling of laboratory supply orders will be assessed on an “at cost” basis.

2.17 Both negative and positive results for basic urine tests shall be available within twenty-four (24) hours after receipt of specimens by the vendor. 

2.18  Positive specimens will be saved for at least six months.

2.19 All confirmed positive tests shall be reported to the Department within twenty-four (24) hours after the vendor receives the specimens.

2.20 All positive results confirmed by GC/MS will be reported to the Department within forty-eight (48) hours after the vendor receives a request for GC/MS confirmation.

2.21 EtG/EtS tests performed by LC/MS/MS will be reported to the Department within seventy-two (72) hours of receipt of specimen by the vendor.

2.22 The vendor will provide the Department with court representation/testimony at a per day rate , plus travel, daily meal per diem and hotel cost not to exceed the county and state rates, and other related travel costs. 

2.23 Provide a detailed pricing schedule.
